Most of our class activities and lessons fall into four categories and your child will be assessed in these four areas each marking period:


Participation


Motor Skills


Manipulative Skills


Fitness 


(Kindergarten is given a grade for Participation and Overall Skill only, twice a year, due to less time in the gym.)


Your child will participate in a wide variety of activities that are designed to give your child many learning opportunities in these four categories each marking period.  Scores (Level 1-4) will be determined by teacher observations of your child’s performance during class lessons focusing on each of these areas. Some formal assessments during specific lessons may also be done to help determine overall scores in the skill/fitness categories. These will be sent home with each child upon completion. You will also be updated regarding behavior with the participation progress reports each marking period. (see column to the left for more info!)





Reminders to Students:


Do NOT wear jewelry to the gym, only small, post earrings are allowed during all activities except gymnastics.


Do NOT wear sandals, boots, or dress shoes to the gym. You must have sneakers and socks to participate.





Reminders to Parents:


There is no place to lock up valuable jewelry in the gym. If your child must wear this jewelry to school on PE days, PLEASE remind your child to leave it in their desk or backpack before coming to the gym.
