Geography Tag

Purpose: To have students practice naming places in an active physical education setting.

Setup: In many versions of tag games, students are allowed temporary immunity from being tagged if they say or do certain things.  In Geography Tag, this rule is applied under the constraint that students not wishing to be tagged may say out-loud the names of particular places within a certain category that you or students select.  Students who fail to continuously say names (i.e., a gap of a 2-count or longer) may be tagged.  Additionally, a limit of names may be imposed so that students who are able to continuously recite names must eventually move.  In addition, if playing this tag game as freeze tag, frozen players may be unfrozen when the student freeing them calls out a suitable place name.

Examples of Categories

1. World, national, state, county cities

2. World and state capitals

3. State counties or state names

4. Countries by hemisphere, continent, region
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
